Portable VHF Emergency Antenna
From W5CJR

Recently one afternoon, after procrastinating for about a month or so, I decided to get back to an antenna
project a fellow “ham” had passed on to me. It was a very unique antenna in that it folds up into about a 6”
diameter loop, is very flexible and very forgiving. It is the perfect portable antenna for your hand held (HT) to
expand its range. With some simple supplies and about an hour you can build one of these.

The supplies needed are 54” of twin lead 300 Ohm feed line, 6°(72 inches) of RG174 or RG58U 50 Ohm co-
axial feed line, PL-259, a small amount of solder and side cuts. Some shrink tubing will be needed to
complete the project to protect the connections from the elements. This can be done at a later time. Electrical
tape could also be used.

Start by stripping back about 1/16 inches of the twin lead and twisting the two leads together. Solder the ends
and trim the excess.



From there measure up about 1 ¥ inch and make a mark. Measuring from your mark, away from the close
end, mark again at ¥ inch. (This should be about 1 % inch from the end) Expose but DO NOT cut the leads on
the side. This is where you will attach the one end of your co-ax in a later step.

Still moving away from your terminated (shorted) end measure an additional 15 ¥ inches. (This should be
about 16 % inches from your terminated end) mark this spot. Make another mark about % inches further from



there making a ¥ inch between your two marks. Remove one side of the twin lead between those two marks.
Leave as much of the material between your twin lead sides for structural support.

Your antenna is now built and needs the feed line connected. Strip back about % inch of the outer insulation
of the co-ax. Peel back the braided copper and twist together, leaving about 1/16" inch of center insulation,
score and remove the rest of the insulation to expose the center of the feed line.




Tape down the feed line to the twin lead at the end nearest the shorted conductors. Allow for just enough
room to solder the shield and core of the feed line to the two exposed conductors of the twin lead. The shield
of the feed line will be attached to the side of the twin lead that was cut out in your previous step. Solder both
the shield and core in place and trim off excess on both sides.

You should protect these connections from being pulled on and from the elements. | recommend using shrink
tubing but any UL rated electrical tape will suffice.

On the other end of the co-ax feed line, attach your PL259 connector. Use which ever adaptors needed to
connect to your HT.

The only thing left to do is to analyze your antenna. Use either yours or a borrowed analyzer. An SWR meter
works well as well. Pay close attention to any High SWR as prolonged transmissions with a high SWR can
damage your transmitter.

I have had great results with this antenna across the band with an SWR of less than 1.5:1. It has a home in my
“go” bag to extend the range of my HT.

As with any antenna project, USE YOUR SWR METER. Neither the Klub nor I will replace your radio if you
break it!
